Answer: 
The answer is 1. It is a noun.

Times are hard for people in this period of austerity. 
The government austerity measures mean that there is little money to repair roads. 
 
Critical Thinking: 
Why might a government introduce austerity measures? 
What are the advantages and disadvantages of such a policy?  
Commendation Opportunities: 
You might understand the meaning of this word now, but can you use it?  
Try and use this word in class in writing or in speech. You might get commended for an effective use of it!
